A Briep Discory of

St Pacrick Parish

Father D. P. Walsh organized St.
Patrick Parish on April 25, 1874. He
selected the land where the Church
and the rectory now stand. In May
1874 he acquired the deed from the
Chesapeake and Ohio Railroad for
$100.00.

In 1878 a one-story frame house of
worship and

living quar-
ters  were
| built.  That

& same frame
building was
later  brick
veneered

and still

serves as
the rectory. The original Church
building was occupied until 1898,
when a new brick Church with a
basement was built. This same
Church is still home to our Catholic
family and friends. The Parish Hall
was recently remodeled and serves
as a gathering place for our Church
functions. Because of its ideal loca-
tion many organizations often rent
the space for community purposes.

In 1905 a 1,000-pound Church bell
was installed in the tower. The bell

rang regularly until 1935. From
1935 until 1946 it rang occasion-
ally. In June of 1946 the

bell was electrically
timed and now rings
every day at 7:00 a.m.,
12:00 noon and at 6:00
p.m. The bell can be
heard all over town, and
on Sunday it also rings
at 850 am. as a re-
minder to parishioners
that Mass will begin at

9:00 a.m.

St. Patrick Church also had two
mission churches. One mission
was Sacred Heart at Springdale,
Fayette County. The other mission,
known as St. Colman, is located on
Irish Mountain, which is across the
New River in Raleigh County. The
original wooden Church building
and cemetery are

still there. Many of
the Irish ancestors
of today
ioners who lived
and raised their
families on Irish
Mountain are bur-
ied at the ceme-
tery in back of the
Church.
